Kyiv International Institute of Sociology held a representative sample survey of Ukraine’s adult population from July 3 through July 24, 2007.  Face-to-face interview covered 4,079 respondents aged 18+ residing in 68 villages and 123 urban villages and cities of all the oblasts, the Crimea and Kyiv (191 settlement in total).  The sample was four-stage, statistically distributed in each stage.  
The survey used random sampling of polling points (postal areas) across Ukraine (in all the 24 oblasts and the Crimea).  The sampling frame was random sampling of streets, houses and apartments within each postal area.  The final stage was random sampling of respondents in households by quota task.  
The field stage of the survey lasted from July 6 through July 19, 2007.
